Sarasota County Friendly Visitors  

Visit a senior in need of friendship!  

Isolation is a challenge older adults often deal with when they choose to age in place. 

Especially if a spouse or partner passes away, survivors sometimes fail to thrive on their 

own without intervention. The Senior Friendship Centers Friendly Visitor Program matches 

volunteers with seniors who request a friend to come to their home about once per week 

to chat, help with errands, play games, or just enjoy companionship. We are looking for 

volunteers who would enjoy getting to know and build relationships with a local senior on a 

one-on-one basis, visiting them in their home. We are in particular need of volunteers who 

can also drive seniors to appointments or the grocery store.  

Schedule:  

• Scheduling is flexible, dependent on the individual senior and volunteer. Visits are 

typically weekly for 1 – 2 hours.  

• This position requires that you are a year-round Florida resident, and we ask that 

you are able to commit to a minimum of one year of service.  

 Requirements:  

• Able to commit to a minimum of one year of service typically on a weekly basis.  

• Have a kind and patient personality with ability to engage with seniors.  

• Be reliable and maintain good communication with the senior client and their SFC
